The correct assembly and adjustment of all equipment is critical to the safe 
operation of the trailer. Therefore the procedures must only be carried out by 
competent persons. If you have any doubts about your ability to complete the 
procedure, we recommend this task is performed by your local service centre. 
You are advised to wear suitable protective equipment such as safety glasses, 
gloves and face mask. In addition be aware of hazards associated with 
handling workshop materials such as chemicals, oils and greases which 
maybe flammable and can prove to be irritants. 

It is recommended that the opportunity is taken to inspect associated items for 
wear or damage and replace if necessary, they can be obtained through your 
local stockist. 

All procedures should be carried out with the trailer on level ground with either 
the parking brake applied or wheel chocks front and rear. In addition the 
drawbar should be supported with the trailer horizontal. Where required 
consult your trailer handbook for the recommended jacking points and 
positions for stands. 

The components are used in a wide variety of trailers and reference to the 
trailer manufacturer’s manual must always be made for procedures and data 
relevant to the particular unit.

1.  Remove the grease nipples from the housing.  For knocked in grease 
nipples, pull out carefully with pliers. Remove the nylon safety pin and 
pull the old guide bearings from the housing. 

Guide Bearings Pre-2009 
secured with nylon plugs

2.  Press the guide bearings into the housing up to the stop. 

NOTE. Never knock in the guide bearings as they can be damaged. 

3.  Drill holes for the nylon locking pins through the guide bearings Ø9.9 –
0.1 and then knock in the locking pins. 

4.  Carefully remove any protruding material from the nylon locking pins. 

5.  With knock in type grease nipples: Drill holes through the 
guide bearings Ø5.9 -0.1. Then knock the nipples back in. 

     With screw in type  grease nipples: Drill holes through the 
guide bearings Ø5.0 –0.2. Then screw the nipples back in. 

6.  Lubricate the drawtube lightly and re-fit into the housing. Lubricate suffi-
ciently through the grease nipples with commercial lubricating grease (e.g. 
lithium soap grease). 

Please note – if the drawtube does not slide freely, the bushes may require 
machining to a larger diameter using suitable tooling. This prodedure should 
only be carried out by competent persons. If you have any doubts about your 
ability to complete the procedure, we recommmend this task is performed by 
your local service centre. 

Guide bearings must only be changed like for like.  Post 2009 
clip in types are not compatible with pre 2009 couplings.

Clip-in Guide Bearings 2009 Onwards 
1.  Remove the grease nipples from the housing.  For knocked in grease 

nipples, pull out carefully with pliers.  

Screw in Knock in 

2.  Carefully push the snap lock up (1.) and pull the 
guide bearing from the housing (2.).

3.  Insert the new guide bearing, making sure that the “lugs” engage  com-
pletely in position.  Rotate the guide bearing if required to achieve cor-
rect engagement. 

NOTE.  Never knock in the guide bearings as they can be damaged. 

4.  Re-fit the grease nipples, screw or knock in to position. 

5.  Lubricate the drawtube lightly and re-fit into the housing. Lubricate suffi-
ciently through the grease nipples with commercial lubricating grease 
(e.g. lithium soap grease). 

NOTES: 

Guide bearings must only be changed 
like for like.  Pre 2009 type with nylon 
plugs are not compatible with post 
2009 couplings.
